e Thinning with small gaps

* Includes road maintenance
and culvert replacement

e Located on Spur 12

e Removes Douglas fir, thins
other species

e Increases forest complexity,
introduces “early seral”
patches and understory

e Re-verified successfully in
2020.

* Next re-verification 2025

* Maintaining harvest below
estimated 25% of net
growth.

e Continued planned forest
health and resilience
treatments.
